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AEF AWARDS 2003 SUMMER FELLOWSHIPS

Washington, D.C.(The Asian Pacific American Bar Association Educational Fund ("AEF") is proud to announce the recipients of the 2003 AEF Fellowships.  Each year, AEF awards fellowships to deserving law students who take unpaid summer internships that benefit either the Asian Pacific American community or the Washington D.C. community-at-large.  AEF's highly successful March 2003 fundraising dinner, which featured Congressman Robert T. Matsui (D-CA) as the keynote speaker and drew approximately 400 attendees, enabled AEF to award $17,100 to 2003 AEF Fellows Albert Ting, Susan An, Angela Ching Gaw, Chaitra Shenoy, Jane J. Song and Lina Soni.

Albert Ting, J.D. and M.A. candidate, American University Washington College of Law, Class of 2005

Mr. Ting was awarded the 2003 Anheuser-Busch Norman Y. Mineta Fellowship, which was established by AEF and Anheuser Busch to commemorate Secretary of Transportation Norman Mineta's highest commitment to public service.  "The AEF Board is very pleased to award Mr. Ting this fellowship which is generously provided by Anheuser-Busch," remarked Joyce Kim, 2002-2003 AEF President.  "Mr. Ting brings a long-standing dedication and commitment to public interest law to his internship at the Asian Pacific American Legal Resource Center (APALRC)."  APALRC is a non-profit organization that seeks to assist Asian Pacific Americans in addressing their legal needs.  Mr. Ting will use his Chinese language skills to assist APALRC clients in matters involving domestic violence, employment and immigration law.  He will also develop community outreach and education initiatives, including Know-Your-Rights workshops.

Susan An, University of Maryland School of Law, Class of 2004
Ms. An will be working with the D.C. chapter of the Korean American Coalition (KAC), a non-profit organization that facilitates the participation of Korean American communities in civic, legislative and community affairs.  Ms. An will be working on: (1)  KAC's Building One Neighborhood project, a partnership with the H Street Community Development Corporation to help facilitate communication and improve relations between Korean merchants in the District and community members in the H Street Northeast Corridor; (2) Project AA/PI Youth, a city wide partnership to prevent the sales of alcohol and tobacco to minors; and (3) Crime Victims Assistance Program, a city-wide partnership to help eligible Asian American victims of crime to receive compensation.

Angela Ching Gaw, American University, Washington College of Law, Class of 2005 

Ms. Gaw will be interning with the National Asian Pacific American Legal Consortium (NAPALC), which works to advance the legal and civil rights of Asian Pacific Americans through litigation, public education and public policy.  Ms. Gaw will be working on anti-Asian violence/race relations and affirmative action related issues as they apply to the Asian Pacific American and civil rights community.  She will also help produce NAPALC's yearly Audit of Violence Against Asian Pacific Americans, which track incidents of hate against Asian Pacific Americans.

Chaitra Shenoy, American University's Washington College of Law, Class of 2005
Ms. Shenoy will work as an Intake Specialist/Investigator at the Civil Division of the D.C. Law Students in Court Program, Inc., which represents low-income individuals before the D.C. Superior Court and various administrative agencies.  Ms. Shenoy will provide direct client services at the Program's daily walk-in clinic and investigation assistance for on-going litigation cases.

Jane J. Song, American University, Washington College of Law, Class of 2005
Ms. Song will be interning with the APALRC and Catholic Charities' Immigration Legal Services, which provides low cost and free legal representation to abused Asian immigrant and refugee women.  At Catholic Charities, Ms. Song will be working on domestic violence and immigration cases; in particular, she will be helping Asian women in the District leave abusive relationships.  Ms. Song will also assist APALRC clients, develop community outreach and education initiatives, and help with legal projects in the District.

Lina Soni, American University, Washington College of Law, Class of 2005
Ms. Soni will be interning at the APALRC where she will be assisting APALRC clients and participating in its outreach, education and legal projects.  Ms. Soni will also specifically identify and conduct effective modes of outreach to the South Asian communities in the District.
